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WHEREAS the Municipal Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy 
Act, R.S.O. 1990, c. M.56, s. 3 (1) states that the members of the Council 
of a municipal corporation may by by-law designate from among 
themselves an individual or a committee of Council to act as Head of the 
municipal corporation for the purposes of the Act. 

AND WHEREAS the Council deems it necessary and expedient to designate a 
head for the purposes of the Act. 

AND WHEREAS the City of Woodstock deems it necessary and expedient to 
delegate certain duties under the Municipal Freedom of Information and 
Protection of Privacy Act to a coordinator. 

Article 1 - General Provisions 

129.1.1 Appointment - head 
The Mayor be designated as head for the purposes of the Municipal 
Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act. 

Article 2 - Responsibilities 

129.2.1 Powers - duties - delegated 
For the purposes of the Municipal Freedom of Information and Protection of 
Privacy Act, the Clerk is designated as the coordinator and is hereby 
delegated all the powers and duties. 
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Article 3 - Repeal - Enactment 

129.3.1 By-law - previous 
By-law 6756-90 is hereby rescinded, By-law 8011-04 is hereby rescinded 

129.3.2 Effective date 
This Chapter becomes effective as of third and final passing of the enabling 
by-law. By-law 8652-11, February 13, 2011. 
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
